10. 1. a) First account of creation: The purpose of marriage was for companionship and procreation. In Genesis 1:28, God blessed the first couple, instructing them to "be fruitful and multiply," emphasizing the role of marriage in filling the earth and fostering companionship.

2. b) Second account of creation: The purpose of marriage was for companionship and support. In Genesis 2:18, God observed that "it is not good for man to be alone," and created a partner for Adam, highlighting marriage as a means to provide companionship and mutual support.

18. 1. a) Qaul Hadith: The sayings of the Prophet. It refers to the words or statements spoken by the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH).

2. b) Fiil Hadith: The actions of the Prophet. It refers to the deeds or actions performed by the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) during his life.

3. c) Taqrir Hadith: The approvals of the Prophet. It refers to the situations where the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) approved or remained silent about the actions or statements of others, indicating his approval.

4. d) Sifat Hadith: The descriptions of the Prophet. It refers to the physical descriptions or attributes of the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH), including his appearance, character, and mannerism

19. Hadith Qudsi:

1. Source: These are sayings attributed directly to Allah (God), but conveyed through the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH). The Prophet narrates the words of Allah but in his own words, rather than the exact wording being revealed as in the Quran.

2. Content: They often deal with topics like divine guidance, prayers, mercy, and other aspects of the relationship between Allah and humanity.

3. Example: "O My servants, I have forbidden injustice for Myself and made it forbidden among you, so do not wrong one another." (Sahih Muslim)

Hadith Nabawi:

1. Source: These are sayings, actions, or approvals of Prophet Muhammad (PBUH), not directly from Allah. They are reports of the Prophet’s own words, behavior, or tacit approval of the actions of others.

2. Content: These narrations encompass a wide range of topics, including ethical guidance, legal rulings, daily behavior, and instructions for personal conduct.

3. Example: "The strong man is not the one who is able to wrestle, but the one who controls himself when angry." (Sahih Bukhari)

20. 1. From the Hadith "Innal mal a'amaal bin niyaat, wa inna maa likullimri-in maa nawaa" (Indeed, actions are judged by intentions, and every person will have what they intended), we learn that every action one does is judged by their intention
21. a) Taqwa: Taqwa refers to God-consciousness or piety. It is the state of being aware of Allah in all aspects of life, avoiding sin, and striving to live in accordance with His commands.

b) Tawakkul: Tawakkul refers to trusting and relying on Allah after making all necessary efforts. It is the belief that after putting in one's best effort, the outcome is ultimately in the hands of Allah.

c) Tawba: Tawba means repentance. It is the act of turning to Allah in sincere repentance for past sins, seeking forgiveness, and committing to avoid repeating those sins in the future

22. Janabah: This occurs after sexual intercourse or ejaculation, requiring a full ritual purification (ghusl) before performing prayers.

Menses (Haidh): The state of menstruation in women, which also requires ghusl once the menstrual period ends to return to acts of worship.

Postpartum bleeding (Nifas): This refers to bleeding that occurs after childbirth, which similarly requires ghusl to purify oneself before engaging in prayers and other acts of worship.

23. The Battle of Badr and the Battle of Uhud were fought consecutively after an interval of about 1 year. The Battle of Badr took place in 2 AH (624 CE), and the Battle of Uhud occurred in 3 AH (625 CE)

24. The agreement deed that was broken by the non-Muslims, leading to the conquest of Makkah, was the Treaty of Hudaybiyyah.

The treaty, which was signed in 6 AH (628 CE) between the Muslims and the Quraysh of Makkah, stipulated that both sides would have peace for ten years and would refrain from hostilities. However, the Quraysh violated the treaty by assisting a tribe that was in conflict with the Muslims, which prompted the Muslims to march towards Makkah, leading to the Conquest of Makkah in 8 AH (630 CE).
