It is not easy to find one turning away something like doughnuts, groundnuts or a piece of cake. Simply put, depending on the availability of food, we can eat and keep eating unless we are stopped. But why do we keep eating continously?

The body has a mechanism that controls the eating. There are some types of food that get digested faster than others.
