Five causes of food shortage in Kenya.
(5 marks)

i)
Rapid population growth rate has put a lot of pressure on the available food.

ii)
Poor farming methods/use of traditional farming methods which produce low yields.

Poor and inadequate storage facilities.

Over-emphasis of cash crops at the expense of food crops.

v)
Destructive human activities like cutting down of trees leading to increased desertification even in the formerly arable land.

Rural – Urban migration especially among the young people.

Inadequate funds to purchase the required farm inputs e.g. fertilizer, pesticides, farm machinery, pay for labour.

Poor economic planning by government, where a lot of emphasis is put on industrial projects at the expense of Agriculture.

Over reliance on food aid and foreign relief food as well as other forms of aid which has created a dependence attitude.

xii)
Poor infrastructure which discourages farmers from increasing their production. Poor transport systems also leads to food wastage.

xiii)
Pest and diseases which destroy a lot of food crops and Agricultural animals. HIV & AIDs which has led to the death of the productive workforce.

Control the rate of population growth through family planning.

ii)
Introduced new farming methods that the farmers can increase their yield.

The Government has subsidized fertilizer, seeds and farming machinery.

Established agricultural training institutes to train Agriculture and veterinary experts, horticultural experts in turn train the farmers.

v)
The Government had encouraged extensive research in such institutions as KRI (Kenya Agricultural Research Institute), ICIPE (International Center for Insect Physiology and Ecology) as well as ILRI (International Livestock Research Institute).

The Government has formulated a food security policy to enhance food products. It ensures a certain minimum amount of cereals in government silos.

Some members of the civil service took sides with the government and frustrated the opposition.

iii)
Leadership wrangles where politicians keep disagreeing and cause division in the political parties and the citizens.

iv)
The political parties that were formed were ethnic based and lacked a nationwide support.

v)
Many greedy politicians were lured through bribes to defect from the opposition to KANU further weakening the opposition.

vi)
The KANU government controlled government machinery e.g. police, radio, Tv stations and used them to their advantage.

Inadequate civil education among many citizens because they were not aware of their roles and the advantages of multipartism.
