STEP 1
In groups, Learners to identify and name the injuries children might suffer when performing singing games such as fractures, dislocations, cuts and bruises, choking etc.

Learners are guided to identify the causes of these injuries such as accidents, falling, hot water, sharp objects, electricity etc.
STEP 2
Learner to learn an appropriate singing game from a different culture. Observe safety precautions while performing the singing game from a different culture.
Learners to watch a video on safety during the performance of singing games.
STEP 3
Learners to perform appropriate singing games from the other cultures while observing safety precautions as a whole, in groups and individually. 

Have fun performing appropriate singing games from the other cultures.

Learners to practice the singing game they learnt in school and at home.

Conclude the lesson by asking learners oral questions about injuries that occur during performance of singing games and how they can avoid such injuries.
