Promote positive attitudes towards good health and environmental protection.

Preparations will entail the following steps: identifying a community problem through research,
planning and coming up with solutions to solve the identified problem.

The preparations will be carried out in groups. Learners will build on CSL knowledge, skills, values and attitudes acquired
during social studies lessons as well as other subjects.

Life Skills Education: Learners will utilise life skills such as, decision making, assertiveness, effective communication,
problem-solving and stress management. This will enable them to manage interpersonal relationships, develop leadership
skills as well as discover and grow their talents.
